When is the Summer Learning Program? What is the age range?
The program runs July 5 through August 15. Children as young as three (3) and as old as
eighteen (18) can participate.

How do I register?

Registration begins June 10 and will remain open the duration of the program. Registrations that
come in after the start date of the program may be ineligible to participate in that week’s
activity or past activities to collect coins.
